Summer Program Elements 
Camps Mitton and Wing 
When our kids arrive at Camp Mitton in Brewster, they may be coming from situations where they are 
experiencing a crisis such as homelessness, abuse or neglect. Our staff works with our kids to help them 
create a positive self-image while working through their personal struggles in a safe, structured, family-style 
environment.  At Camp Wing, our largest summer program located in Duxbury, our kids learn to cope with 
stressful situations in positive ways.  We work closely with each individual to foster their development of 
coping skills, peer relation abilities, conflict resolution and other life skills.  At each of our summer program 
locations, we provide our kids with the opportunity to have a traditional summer camp experience where 
they can enjoy their childhood.  Their summer at Crossroads warms them throughout the school year. 
   
Year-Round Program Elements 
Crossroads Continuity Initiative (3rd – 7th Grade)  
We build the foundation of our ten-year program through CCI, which combines our immersive summer 
program with school-year programming; keeping our kids engaged year-round for multiple consecutive 
years.  Our kids learn about themselves and discover their true potential through skill-building and 
developmental programs that focus on building trust, self-confidence, communication skills and making 
positive choices.  At the culmination of their five years in our CCI program, our kids are ready to transition 
into our C5 Teen Leadership Program, which puts them on track to successfully graduate high school and 
continue on to higher education. 
 
C5 Teen Leadership Program (8rd – 12th Grade)  
At the heart of our C5 Teen Leadership Program are the core values that each of our high-potential teens 
strive to embody; Character-driven, Community-focused, Challenge-ready, College-bound, and Committed to 
a better future.  The five-year program encompasses summer and school-year leadership skill building, 
college readiness workshops, financial literacy programs and community service programs.  There are many 
milestones along the way including a Wyoming wilderness trek, a multi-campus college tour, and a 
community-service learning trip.  Each of these experiences contributes to shaping our teens into self-
assured leaders who are focused on giving back to their community and achieving their goals.
